
My Pet’s Disaster Kit Checklist
Pack everything together in a sturdy, portable and waterproof container and leave the kit near an exit.  Make sure to keep perishables like medication and food up to date.  Include:
· Food and water for at least five days for each pet, bowls, and a manual can opener if you are packing canned pet food.

· Medical information and vaccination records, a three week supply of any medications, and a pet first aid kit. Ask your veterinarian for help.

· Transportation for your pets. Have a sturdy leash, harness, and labeled carrier for each pet.
· Contact information for you, your pet’s veterinarian, and your pet’s designated caregiver.
· Shelter plans for your pet.  Include contact information for friends and family outside your community, pet-friendly hotels, and local boarding options.

· Current photos and descriptions of your pets to help others identify them in case you and your pets become separated.

· Sanitation items, like a disposable cat litter box (aluminum roasting pans work well), litter and a litter scoop, garbage bags to collect pet waste, newspaper, and paper towels.

· Comfort items such as a toy and blanket.
